· Other alternative ideas or initiatives to support the education, welfare and development of children and young people will be considered at the discretion of the Society.
WHO MAY APPLY?
Applications are open to congregations of The Presbyterian Church in Ireland.  

LEVEL OF GRANT

A grant of up to £250 is available.  This should be used to support the delivery of a project with one of the organisations identified above, or to support a suitable alternative agreed at the discretion of the Society.  

GRANT APPLICATION PROCEDURE

a.	Congregations should apply by completing an application form issued by the Presbyterian Children's Society.

b.	An award notification will be sent to the main contact person noted on the application form, and the congregation’s minister/convener.  

c.	Only one application may be submitted per congregation.

d.	A report detailing successful completion of the project is required.   

e.	The closing date for applications is 30 November 2026, or until the budget for the scheme is exhausted. 

f.	Where the Society is overwhelmed by applications, priority will be given to congregations who have not previously received a grant.
